Super Link information:  (also see http://www.w0sv.org/slink.html)

1.  Decide where you want to link your local 2-meter Super Link repeater to.  Access your local repeater, give your callsign, and send the 3-digit code to connect your repeater to the system.  When you are successfully connected, a voice message will tell you so.

2.  When your local repeater has connected to the system, send the 3-digit access code for the repeater you want to connect to.  In most cases, you need only to send the access code of where you want to link to, not the codes of repeaters in between.  When this connection has been made you will get a voice ID from the distant repeater telling you of this connection.

3.  Call the station you want to talk to.  When you key your transmitter, always pause for 1 or 2 seconds before talking or sending access codes.

4.  When you end your contact you will need to send the 4-digit codes to turn off the repeaters in reverse order.  Wait for the repeater to acknowledge the turn off.
